SUMMARY:

The Central Business District “CBD” is‘designed to accommuodate shoppers and workers by allowing them
easy access and a short walking distance to and from each place of business. This district should also provide
the means for business owners to work and live close by. This means of living and working nearby can be
beneficial to a small business owner especially in the:CBD where there is an abundance of space in the
existing buildings. ‘

Staff does not believe that the intent of the work-live unit is for the building to revert to purely residential.
This will not be compatible with the surrounding uses and there are no residential amenities as one would
find in a neighborhood. The intent of the work-live unit should be to provide a means for a business owner to
set aside a small portion of the workspace area that is to be used as residential. The non-residential use
should remain the primary use of the structure and not be considered a “home occupation™.

On the February 4, 2010 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission recommended
approving an amendment to Section 4.6 zoning use graphs, of the Palestine Zoning Ordinance, to allow
work-live units by specific use permit in the Central Business District and add a definition for work-live
units to Section 3.3 use definitions of the Palestine Zoning Ordinance as follows:

Waork-live units: A work-live unit is a multi-story building that can be used flexibly for work-live, live-
work and live-live purposes that will encourage a variety of uses in the building. The dwelling units may be
located above the ground floor, attached to the rear of a shop front, or detached and located in the rear or
side yard. The first floor is a shop front frontage type.
