SUMMARY:

The subject property proposed for rezoning is a 1.55 acre tract directly to the southwest of Lot 1 of the Woodridge
Addition, Block B, Unit 2. The current property owner owns both the subject property and Lot 1 of the Woodridge
Addition. Currently, there is an accessory structure on the subject property and an additional accessory structure has
been proposed.

The applicant is in the process of combining by replat both the 1.55 acre tract and the Woodridge Addition, Lot 1 tract.
It was recommended by Staff that the applicant propose a change in zoning along with the replat on the 1.55 acre tract
from I-1 to R-1. The property is currently being used as an accessory use to the main residence. The subject property
also does not have adequate access to a public street for an industrial use. The subject property has access to Old
Tucker Trail (Old U.S. Highway 79) but is narrow and only has one outlet. The south end of the street no longer has
access to U.S. Highway 79. Also, if the subject property is rezoned to residential, it would serve as a buffer from
industrial zoning to the south west of the Woodridge Subdivision. Due to the above conditions, Staff has recommended
a change in zoning on the subject property to the R-1 Single Family Detached Low Density District.

On the May 7, 2009 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission approved a final report
recommending a zoning change from I-1 General Industrial District to R-1 Single Family Detached Low Density
District on a 1.55 acre tract immediately to the southwest of Lot 1 of the Woodridge Addition, Block B, Unit 2.

This report constitutes the final recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission regarding a
zoning change request from I-1 Light Industrial District to R-1 Single Family Detached Low Density
District on a 1.55 acre tract immediately to the southwest of Lot 1 of the Woodridge Addition, Block B,
Unit 2.

Background

The subject property proposed for rezoning is a 1.55 acre tract directly to the southwest of Lot 1 of the
Woodridge Addition, Block B, Unit 2. The current property owner owns both the subject property and Lot
1 of the Woodridge Addition. Currently, there is an accessory structure on the subject property and an
additional accessory structure has been proposed.

The applicant is in the process of combining by subdivision replat both the 1.55 acre tract and the
Woodridge Addition, Lot 1 tract. It was recommended by Staff that the applicant propose a change in
zoning along with the replat on the 1.55 acre tract from I-1 to R-1. The existing Woodridge subdivision is
zoned R-1. The property is currently being used as an accessory use to the main residence. Staff feels that
the subject property does not have adequate access to a public street that can support an industrial use. The
subject property has access to Old Tucker Trail (Old U.S. Highway 79), which is narrow and only has one
outlet. Also, if the subject property is rezoned to residential, it would serve as a buffer from industrial
zoning to the southwest and the existing Woodridge residential subdivision.

Final Recommendation

At the May 7, 2009 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission heard a presentation from
City Staff regarding the zoning change request. After a lengthy discussion, the Commission recommended
to change the zoning from I-1 Light Industrial District to R-1 Single Family Detached Low Density District
on a 1.55 acre tract immediately to the southwest of Lot 1 of the Woodridge Addition, Block B, Unit 2 as
described in “Exhibit A”.
