SUMMARY:

During the City Council meeting of August 13, 2007 the Council authorized a contract with Carter & Burgess, Inc. to
prepare plans for the relocation of City utilities for the TXDOT widening of US Highway 79 project. The total cost for
the Scope of Basic Services and the preparation of easement documents was $163,677.00. During a recent review of
the project by TxDOT personnel and their third party utility relocation consultant, Schaumburg & Polk, they asked for
additional relocations and plan changes. These changes included:

The removal of all abandoned uﬁlity lines

e The relocation of a sanitary sewer line that we proposed to be latd over a proposed box culvert extension to a
point outside of the right of way .
The relocation of a 12” water line on the northwest SIde of Us 79 from Tﬂe Factory Road to Panther Drive

e The relocation of a 6” sewer line on the west side of US 79 northwest of Shamrock
The relocation of a sanitary sewer line on the southeast side of US 79 south of Evergreen due to conflict with
a proposed retaining wall

City Staff and our consultant met with the District Engineer and his staff to resolve these issues. We agreed to only
remove the existing utility lines were they were in conflict with inlets or other structures then cap and pressure grout the
remainder of the line. We also agreed to consider removing the sanitary sewer relocation over the proposed box culvert
and have the TxDOT contractor do the work during their project. City Staff agreed with TxDOT personnel on the Jast
three items. The relocation of these three lines will require nine additional easements.

Subsequently Carter & Burgess has submitted a request for an additional fee to cover the additional work. They are
requesting $8,750 for the changes to the plans and $35,358 for the additional easement documents. Staff has reviewed
these services and has found them to be reasonable.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Staff recommends that the City Council approve amendment to Carter & Burgess, Inc. contract for Professional
Services related to the relocation of City Utilities for the US 79 widening in the amount of $8,750 for basic services and
$35,358 for easement preparation for a total of $44,108.00 and authorize the City Manager to execute the contract
amendment.

SUBJECT: Additional Services — Palestine US 79 Utility Relocations (B2009-11)

Per comments received from TxDOT, three (3) additional relocations have been identified. These
new locations include:

1. New 12" waterline along the northwestern side of US 79 from Tile Factory Rd. to Panther
Rd. (App. Sta. 193+00 to Sta. 211+00) to clear the edge of pavement.

2. 6” Sanitary Sewer line on west side of US 79 northwest of Shamrock (App. Sta. 215+75 to
Sta. 220+00) to clear the edge of pavement. This would involve redesign of Line “2” on
Sheet 12 of 14.

3. Sanitary sewer line (unknown size) southeastern side of US 79 south of Evergreen (App.
Sta. 235+00 to Sta. 242+00) due to conflict with retaining wall.

The original scope of services included relocating water and sanitary sewer lines from under
proposed pavement. ltems 1 and 2 above are currently located outside the pavement limits, but
TxDOT has determined that they are too close to the construction project and require relocation.
Item 3 is required due to the construction of a new retaining wall.

BASIC SERVICES for design of these additional locations include:
Design for each pipeline identified above in plan and profile.

Preparation of Bid Schedule for receiving a quotation from the current contractor, Elliot
Construction. Preparation of change order documents is included in the original contract. This does
not include services necessary for receiving new bids from contractors.

Deliverables consist of plan and profile sheets for each pipeline with quantities for quotation
purposes.

SPECIAL SERVICES

These new relocations would require easement acquisition to conform to the original project scope.
This additional special service includes:

Deed Research will performed by Jacobs on these tracts to try and identify if the above tracts have been
sold, reconfigured or had any deed changes. The City can remove the Abstract hours if they can provide
Jacobs with current title commitments on the above stated properties. In the case of additional easements,
more than nine (9), it will be considered an additional task that will require an additional cost.

Right-of-Entry, Jacobs will perform a one time mailing of Right-of-Entry letters by certified mail to the above
stated property owners and will follow up with by telephone to try to expedite Right-of-Entry. If Right-of-Entry is
refused Jacobs will refer to the City of Palestine for remedy.
