circumstances involved, there is reasonable grounds to anticipate that the assistance will be forthcoming.

Both applicant and recipient disclosures must include all other government assistance involved with the TCDP assistance, as
well as any other government assistance that was made available before the request, but that has continuing presence at the
time of the assistance request.

If the applicant has No Other Government Assistance To Disclose, then place a mark in the box and proceed to PART Iil.

Space is provided to enter four (4) sources of other government assistance. If more space is needed, attach an additional
page.

Enter the name of the government agency making the assistance available. If applicable, include at least one organizational
level below the agency name. For example, U.S. Department of Commerce, Economic Development Administration; Texas
Department of Economic Development, HOME.

Enter the address, city , state, and zip code of the government agency making the assistance available.

Enter the program name and any relevant identifying numbers, or other means of identification, for the other government
assistance.

State the type of other government assistance (e.g., applicant contribution, loan, grant, loan insurance).

Enter the dollar amount of the other government assistance that is, or is expected to be, made available with respect to the
project of activities for which TCDP assistance is sought (applicants) or has been provided (recipients).

PART Ill. INTERESTED PARTIES

This PART is to be completed by both TCDP applicants filing applicant disclosure reports and recipients filing update reports.

1 Applicants must provide information on all developers, contractors, or consultants involved in the application for TCDP
assistance or in the planning, development, or implementation of the project or activity; and

2 Any other person who has a financial interest in the project or activity for which TCDP assistance is sought that exceeds
$50,000 or 10 percent of the assistance (whichever is lower).

Recipients must make the additional disclosures referred to in Items 1, 2 or 4 of the Update Reports Section.

"A financial interest" means any financial involvement in the project or activity, including (but not limited to) situations in which
an individual or entity has an equity interest in the project or activity, shares in any profit on resale or any distribution of surplus
cash or other assets of the project or activity, or receives compensation for any goods or services provided in connection with

the project or activity. Residency of an individual in housing for which assistance is being sought is no, by itself, considered a
covered financial interest.

Ifthe applicant has No Persons With A Reportable Financial Interest To Disclose, then place a mark in the box and proceed to
PART IV.

Enter the full names and addresses of all persons referred to in paragraph (1) or (2) of this PART. Ifthe person is an entity, the
listing must include the full name of each officer, director, and principal stockholder of the entity.

Entry of the Social Security Number or Employee Identification Number, as appropriate, for each person listed is optional.

Enter the type of participation in the project or activity for each person listed: i.e., the person's specific role in the project (e.g.,
contractor, consuitant, planner, investor).

Enter the financial interest in the project or activity for each person listed. The interest must be expressed both as a dollar
amount and as a percentage of the amount of TCDP funds involved.
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PART IV. REPORT ON EXPECTED SOURCES AND USES OF FUNDS
This PART is to be completed by both TCDP applicants filing applicant disclosure reports and recipients filing update reports.

The applicant disclosure report must specify all expected sources of funds from the TCDP and from any other source that have
been, or are to be, made available for the project or activity. Non-TCDP sources of funds typically include (but are not limited
to) the applicant's local contribution, other government assistance referred to in PART II, equity and amounts from foundations
and private contributions. The report must aiso specify all expected uses for which the funds are to be utilized. All sources and
uses of funds must be listed, if, based on an assessment of all the circumstances involved, there are reasonable grounds to
anticipate that the source or use will forthcoming.

If any of the source/use information required by this report has been provided elsewhere in the application, the applicant need
not repeat the information, but need only refer to the form and location to incorporate into this report. Applicants may cite
application documents which contain some of this information such as the 424 Form, Project Summary, Table 1, Table 2,
Letters of Commitment, etc.

Recipients must submit an update report for any change in previously disclosed sources and uses of funds as provided in ltem

5 of the Update Reports Section below. Each reportable source of funds must indicate:

> The name and address, city, state, and zip code of the individual or entity making the assistance available. If applicable,
include at least one organizational level below the agency name. For exampie, U.S. Department of Transportation, U.S.
Coast Guard; Department of Safety, Highway Patrol.

» The program name and any relevant identifying numbers, or other means of identification, for the assistance.

> The type of assistance (e.g., applicant contribution, loan, grant, loan insurance).

Each reportable use of funds must clearly identify the purpose for which the funds will be utilized.

UPDATE REPORTS

During the period in which a TCDP application is pending, or in which the TCDP Contract activities are not completed, the

applicant/recipient must make the following additional disclosures:

. Any information that should have been disclosed in connection with the application, but was omitted.

2. Any information that would have been subject to disclosure in connection with the application, but that arose at a later
time, including information concerning an interested party that now meets the applicable disclosure threshold referred to
in PART Il above.

3. For changes in previously disclosed other government assistance that exceeds the amount that was previously
disclosed.

4. For changes in previously disclosed financial interests, any change in the amount of the financial interest of a person that
exceeds the amount of the previously disclosed interests by $50,000 or by 10 percent of such interests (whichever is
lower).

5. For changes to previously disclosed sources of funds, any change in a source of funds that exceeds the lower of:
> The amount previously disclosed for that source of funds by $250,000 or by 10 percent of the amount previously

disclosed for that source, whichever is lower; or
» The amount previously disclosed for all sources of funds by $250,000 or by 10 percent of the amount previously
disclosed for all sources of funds, whichever is lower.

For changes to previously disclosed uses of funds, any change in a use of funds that exceeds the lower of:

> The amount previously disclosed for that use of funds by $250,000 or by 10 percent of the amount previously
disclosed for that use, whichever is lower; or
> The amount previously disclosed for all uses of funds by $250,000 or by 10 percent of the amount previously

disclosed for all uses of funds, whichever is lower.

Update reports must be submitted within 30 days of the change requiring the update.

The Texas Capital Fund Main Street Improvements Program is designed to foster and
stimulate economic development in the downtown area by providing financial assistance
to non-entitlement cities for public infrastructure improvements. This program aids in the
elimination of slum or blighted areas.

Use of Proceeds:

Awards may be provided for construction of the following public infrastructure in the
downtown designated main street area:

sidewalk construction/improvements including ADA ramps and rails
acquisition of land needed for public infrastructure improvements
water & sewer facilities/lines

road/street construction/improvements

natural gas line construction/improvements

electric, telephone, & fiber optic line construction/improvements
traffic signals and signs

drainage

public parking lot construction/improvements

other construction activities required to eliminate architectural barriers for the
handicapped

Building rehabilitation, machinery & equipment acquisition and working capital are
not eligible uses of proceeds.

Eligibility

Projects must meet the national objective of aiding in the elimination of slum or blighted
areas. The project area must be identified as a slum/blighted area by city resolution.
Only a city designated as an official Texas Main Street City by the Texas Historical
Commission may submit an application for proposed improvements. The improvements
must directly support the revitalization of the city's designated main street area.

Terms

Minimum awards are $50,000

Maximum awards are $150,000

Matching funds in a minimum amount of 10% must be provided.

Process
Deadline for application submission for the 2009 program year is October 13th. Contact

TDA for details. Applications are submitted annually to Texas Historical Commission for
scoring and ranking, and then forwarded to TDA for further review, processing and
awards. Awards are made on a competitive basis.
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
