SUMMARY:

Zimmerman Properties Development, LLC. has submitted a request for a specific use permit for a
multifamily development for low income families located on a 6.808 tract of land located at the northeast
corner of the intersection of Turner Drive and Old Brushy Creek Road. The property is zoned C-4, highway
commercial and requires the approval of a specific use permit to allow a multifamily development at this
location along with the approval of a submitted site plan and a preliminary and final plat showing the layout
of the proposed development.

The property is part of a development plan started in 2006 in which phase one of the Hampton Chase
Apartments were constructed on the lot immediately to the east of the subject property. The applicant is
proposing 60 units on a 6.808 acre tract. To the north of the subject property is the Northside Elementary
School zoned single family residential. To the west is the existing Hampton Chase Apartments zoned
highway commercial. To the south of the property is vacant land and a single family residence both zoned
highway commercial. To the west is vacant property zoned single family. Staff feels that a multifamily
development is compatible with the surrounding land uses. Palestine has an aging multifamily/apartment
inventory and this will provide much needed additional units. The developer will be reconstructing and
widening Turner Drive as part of this development, which will provide adequate vehicular access into the
complex. During the first phase of construction, the developer was required to widen Turner Drive due to the
access being denied off of U.S. Highway 155 by TXDOT. The developer will be reconstructing the
remaining portion of Turner Drive to its terminus at Old Brushy Creek Road. Turner Drive is shown on the
site plan to curve to the north rather than following its existing path. This is due to the inability of the
developer to acquire right-of-way from one of the property owners on the south side of Turner Drive.

A subdivision plat will also be required per this development covering Lot 2, Block 1 of the Hampton Chase
Addition due to the extension of public improvements including water and sewer and reconstruction of
Turner Drive. Staff will recommend as a condition of plat approval that all public improvements are
completed and accepted by Staff to include the realignment and reconstruction of Turner Drive, the water
and sewer are moved out from under the existing pavement of Turner Drive and the public waterline is
installed throughout the lot; or that the developer provide the city with assurance, approved by the City
Attorney that guarantees construction of the required improvements.




The value of such assurances shall be based on an estimate of the cost to construct all public improvements,
as determined by the developer’s engineer and approved by the City Engineer. Assurance shall take the form
of performance and payment bonds, cash deposits, certificates of deposit, in the name of the city irrevocable
letters of credit, or other forms as may be approved by the City Attorney.

Staff has reviewed the submitted site plan and has determined that the developer has satisfied the
requirements of the development code and zoning ordinance.

On the November 5, 2009 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission recommended
approving the specific use permit for a multifamily development with the attached site plan.

SUMMARY:

Staff is currently reviewing a development plat and building plans for a proposed Texas
Department of Criminal Justice office building at the north west corner of South Royall Street and
East Reagan Street. Upon review of the development plat for this project, a 2-foot wide sanitary
sewer line easement on the property was discovered that began at the most southern property line
and extended to the northwest passing through the interior of the lot to a point in the west line of the
property. The easement is approximately 145 feet in length being 2-foot wide and was deeded to
the City of Palestine in 1931.

It has been determined by City utility crews that this easement does not contain a sewer line within
the limits of this easement. Rather, the existing sewer line is directly to the east of the easement
running north and south throughout the lot. Staff will be requiring that a new utility easement be
dedicated per plat that will contain the existing sewer line. It has been recommended to the
applicant that the sewer line easement be abandoned. Staff supports this request as the existing
sewer line easement is no longer needed nor serves any purpose.
