City of Palestine

Generally the City of Palestine will maintain one primary operating account and several secondary accounts (as many as 18
accounts total). Other accounts may be added during the term of the agreement.

Operating Account
Average monthly ledger balances will fluctuate.
Deposits will likely not exceed ten (10) per day.
Approximately 800 checks and 30 transfers out per month.
Safekeeping Receipts for Investments

The City invests US Government securities and has approximately 10 issues outstanding at any time with approximately 30
transactions a year.

I.  Deposit Rate

Regions Bank will pay a deposit rate of interest on designated interest bearing
checking accounts equivalent to the 90-day (13 Week) United States Treasury Bill
“Ask” yield quote as published in the Wall Street Journal of the first business day of
each quarter. Currently, this rate of interest is 3.321% as of 12/26/07. Interest will be

compounded daily and paid quarterly on 90% of the daily collected balance.
II.  Checking and Savings Accounts

Please see section I regarding the interest rate offer for checking accounts.

Regions Bank does not offer a fixed rate of interest on a checking or savings account

at this time.

We do offer time deposits that feature various maturity periods and rates of interest.
Regions Bank will pay a deposit rate of interest for a time deposit based on the
corresponding maturity date of the United States Treasury Bill “Ask” yield quote plus

20 basis points, as published in the Wall Street Journal.

V. Short Term Loans

Regions Bank is pleased to offer a variety of loan and line of credit options for your
borrowing needs. We will offer variable rates on loans and lines of credit starting at
Prime minus 150 basis points for a “bank qualified” tax-exempt organization. Fixed
rate pricing will be available on certain requests, and those rates shall be negotiated at

the time of the request / transaction.

We are also pleased to offer very attractive rates with leasing options and other
alternative financing through our bank holding company subsidiary lending unit,

Regions Equipment Finance Corporation.



VI. Other Required Services and Supplies

We are including a list of available treasury services that Regions Bank currently
offers, including current pricing information. Regions bank will group non-interest
bearing account balances together and through an earnings credit, part or all of the
monthly service charge fees may be waived.

Regions Bank will also agree to discount service charge fees by imposing a service
charge fee cap limit of $3,000 per quarter, based on existing services the City
currently has in place.

A fee review analysis will be done by the bank during the first five (5) business days
of each quarter, to review prior quarter fees. Any fees charged over and above the
$3,000 quarterly cap limit shall be promptly refunded. Please note any fee
adjustment will not include fees charged for insufficient funds (NSF) or account
overdrafts (OD) during the period.

Please see the following example:
Month 1 Month 2 Month 3 Total Fees
$1,500.00 $2,500.00 $ 750.00 $ 4,750.00
Total Fees Charged 2 =$ 4,750.00

Fee Cap Limit 2 - § 3.000.00
Refund Amount 2 =$ 1,750.00

In this example, $1,750.00 would be refunded to the City. Please also note Regions
Bank reserves the right to renegotiate the service charge fee cap limit should the City
request any additional services which are not presently being utilized by the City.
