SUBJECT: LIGHTS IN LIVE OAKS ALONG SPRING STREET
DATE: MARCH 18, 2009

As requested I have outlined the various issues regarding placing string lights in the live
oak trees along Spring Street.

When the lights were originally placed in the trees they were much smaller. As they
grew it became more difficult to keep the lights looking good. Unless they are wired in
place strands fall off the branches due to wind. And wiring the lights to the trees is
damaging to the tree as it grows. Strands must be constantly replaced due to wires and
bulbs being cut or broken due to wind, squirrels, fire ants and vandalism. Since the trees
should be pruned annually the lights would have to be taken down and replaced each time
the tree is pruned. The strands would often be damaged when taken down. The
replacement of strands will also require the rental of a bucket truck. City crews often
aren’t aware of light outages until we receive a complaint.

If we chose to return to the practice of placing string lights in these trees, it is my
recommendation that we hire a contractor who have the proper equipment and personnel
trained in stringing these lights. We may also need to have an electrician upgrade the
electrical service to the lights.

If the Council has any questions I will be available to address them during the Council

Thanks again for working with us to get started on our proposed Master Plan for the
illumination of select areas within the city, and for including us in your 2009 budget. We
understand that this initial project will be Phase One of the lighting near the Visitor Center,
enhancing the first 13 trees on the west end of the tree line. The actual price for the
installation of that amount of equipment was slightly higher than the approved amount, but
we reduced it to meet your requirements.

The landscape illumination plan proposed for the illumination of the property will require 68
individual pieces of lighting equipment along with other electrical devices; 1.e. wire, bases,
fasteners, etc. to make up the 13 units we will need to accomplish our design as specified
below. The equipment will be painted with special formula John Watson camouflage paint
for the best (salt or weather) protection possible for the firm price of $10,000.00. This cost
does not include any electrical work which will be done by your electrician and would
include tying onto your main source of power, panels, switches or breakers, and all the
basic electrical ground work properly distributed according to our requirements to the
various locations.

this country, as well as Canada, consists of securing fixtures in the trees to a metal
plate with sheet metal screws, thus assuring a metal enclosed area for splices in the

base of the unit. From here an extremely durable 16/3 SITWA thermoplastic wire,
which is made especially for us, will run from the base of the fixture to the opening
and connector that will be provided for us by your electricians at the 8 foot level or
where needed. If the electrical inspector requires other methods of wiring on the tree
from the 8 foot level to the fixtures, such as conduit or weatherproof greenfield, etc.
then it is assumed this additional cost will be added by the electrician on his part of the
work.

3. Should equipment failure occur after our warranty period, we would be responsible for
the replacement of bad lamps or any equipment to the extent of the credit issued by
our suppliers. We will be responsible only for the exchange of the equipment and not
for the labor or transportation charges involved in the replacement of the equipment.

This price is based on quotes from our suppliers and our present cost of labor. It will be
effective until thirty (30) days from the date of this letter.

The amount stated above is to be paid in the following manner: A fifty percent (50%)
deposit, $5,000.00 is required with the signing of this agreement to help defray the cost of
equipment and release the electrical design plan. An additional forty percent (40%),
$4.000.00 will be due upon beginning of the installation. The final balance of ten percent
(10%), $1,000.00, will then be due upon completion of our work, regardless of the time
frame of the electrician, over which we have no control. Service and interest charges will be
added for the maximum amount allowed by state law on all unpaid accounts that are fifteen
(15) days or more in excess of the invoice date. A lien process will begin after thirty (30)
days.

Once again please allow us to express our appreciation for inviting us to present our concepts of
professional Landscape Illumination to you and other city leaders. We feel very strongly that much of the
beauty of any municipality, and the public’s perception of that community, are dependent on how the
town looks at night. That is when residents are away from work and can enjoy the sights that are
presented, and that is when many visitors are finding their way along the streets to dinner and
entertainment venues.

The purpose of this letter is to follow through with you on our commitment to provide approximate
lighting cost figures for inclusion in the 2009 city budget. As mentioned previously, these prices are for
the design, manufacture, and installation of our custom lighting equipment and do not include the
extension of power to the various locations. The basic electrical distribution and switching is to be
provided by the electrical firm of your choosing, under separate agreement between the City and the
electrical contractor.

Our goal is to help you by maximizing the lighting effect and functionality for any given area while
minimizing the appearance of hardware and the need for City maintenance. Compared to the use of
strings of lights, we can also reduce energy consumption. These proposed budget numbers are
approximate, and there is some design flexibility within these parameters. For instance, a limited first-
year budget may suggest that we initially illuminate a portion of the trees along the railroad rather than all
29 of them. We suggest discussing design details and specific options at a later date, once the available
funds for each project have been determined.

(A) The proposed illumination of the Main Street offices (the old Carnegie Library Building) is
projected to cost between $13,000 and $15,000. You could easily spend more, but there is no
need to do so. -

(B) For the trees near the Visitor Center we offer a variety of options, ranging from $24,000 to
$55,000. Our personal preference is a design just under $30,000. ———
