SUMMARY:

Section 40-19 of the Palestine development code provides variance procedures in cases where the developer requests to vary from
the subdivision and development requirements set out in the development code. This section states that in the event of a variance
request, the Council shall receive a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission prior to holding a public hearing on
the request.

James and Elaina Fields on behalf of A. Jean Reno have requested a variance to Section 40-152, Drainage/floodway easements of
Chapter 40 of the Palestine development code. This section requires that at the time of subdivision platting, the developer provide
drainage easements along all natural and manmade drainage ¢hannels and floodways which drain two or more lots. The applicant has
submitted a subdivision plat creating Lots 1 and 2 of the Ficld’s Subdivision being 5.751 acres located at the southwest corner of
Court Drive and Thomas Road. At a minimum, Staff is requiring 4 drainage casement on Lot 1 to be dedicated due to the significant
size of the watershed and concentrated flow of water throughout the lots of the proposed subdivision. There is an existing house on
Lot 1 and the applicant proposes to construct a residence on Lot 2. The applicant is secking relief from the dedication of a drainage
easement on the proposed Lot 1 of the Fields Subdivision.

A subdivision plat was initially submitted and reviewed by Staff in January of 2009. It was deternmined that a significant drainage
casement would be required on both Lots 1 and 2 t6 handle the water flowing throughout the lots. (See attached memo from the
engineering department regarding the, drainage conditions). There are natural channels on. both lofs with significant changes in
topography. Ultimately, staff agreed to not require a-drainage easement on Lot 2 due to the fact that most of the drainage on that lot
could be handled by sheet flow. Also, Court Drive Church of Christ, which is located across Thomas Road to the east of Lot 1 had
diverted drainage away from the proposed subdivision during the timie the church was making improvements to their property;
however, the applicant would not agree to dedicate any drainage easements on the proposed subdivision plat. The applicant has
resubmitted the plat without any drainage easements on the property requesting that Council grant a variance that would allow relief
from the dedication of any drainage easements on either lot.

Upon granting the variance, the applicant must demonstrate that (1). The variance is not contrary to the public interest, (2). Due to
special conditions, a literal enforcement of these provisions would result in unnecessary hardship, (3). In granting the variance, the
spirit of the development code is observed and substantial justice will be done. Staff has determined that the approval of the variance
will be in direct conflict with the above items 1 thru 3.

On the September 2, Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, the Commission was deadlocked on making a recommendation
concerning the variance; therefore, the variance is presented to Council without a recommendation from the Planning Commission.

At your request, we are submitting this letter to be enclosed with our packet to be
presented before the City of Palestine Planning and Zoning Commission on
September 2, 2010.

We continue to seek authorization from the City of Palestine to subdivide the acreage
located at the corner of Court Drive and Thomas Road with no drainage easement or
variance required. The subdivision request is only in attempt to build another single
family residence on the property.

However; if our request is denied by The City of Palestine Planning and Zoning
Commission, we would then ask to be granted a zoning variance to Chapter 40 of the
Palestine Development Code; specifically section 40-152, drainage and floodway
easements.

At some point the City of Palestine installed a storm drain on the opposite side of Thomas
Road. The drain alters the water flow from one side of the road to the other, then onto

the property of Ms. Reno. This was done with no easement, consent or authorization

of Ms. Reno.

Now, when attempting to subdivide the property we are told that the City of Palestine
will not consent to the division without a drainage easement or variance. Since
permission was never given for the additional water drainage to be diverted onto the
property we feel this is unfair and disparate treatment.



While we have been pursuing subdivision of our property, other property owners have
been allowed to subdivide their acreage with no easements or variances required.

if, when subdividing the property, a drainage easement is required it will cause an undo

hardship on us as property owners. The additional water flow could cause extensive
erosion and a depreciation of property value.

The proposed Field’s Subdivision consists of a two lot subdivision located at the south
west corner of Court Drive and Thomas Road. Portions of the Aberdeen Oaks and
Rolling Acres Subdivisions drain through this site. It is unclear whether either of these
subdivisions were in the city limits at the time of development but in neither case was
drainage adequately provided for. There is no storm sewer in either subdivision.

The Aberdeen Oaks Subdivision was constructed as a county road section with bar
ditches carrying the runoff. Due to the sandy soil in the area these bar ditches quickly silt
up and the water often leaves the street to run between homes in some cases flooding
them. A proposed capital project to address this issue has been in the proposed five year
capital plan since the 2005-06 budget but funding has never been available. Once the
water reaches Yorkshire Drive due to the street’s flat grade and the shallow ditches the
water will leave the street and enter the subject tract. This drainage area is approximately
19 acres a portion of which is north of Yorkshire.

The Rolling Acres Subdivision was constructed with an inverted crown turning the street
system into an open channel during storm events. Similarly to the Aberdeen Oaks case
the portion of the drainage that reaches Yorkshire leaves the street right of way to run
between the houses the crosses the Court Drive Church of Christ property to the subject
tract. This drainage area is slightly over 10 acres. An additional 19 acres reaches the
subject tract via the Thomas Road bar ditches.

The owner of the subject tract has had an ongoing dispute with the Court Drive Church of
Christ regarding drainage from the subject tract. As I understand her complaints, she
maintains that the church diverted water to the channel running behind her house. She
also maintains that the bar ditch on Thomas Road originally ran to Court Drive and that
all of the drainage in the bar ditch on the east side of Thomas Road ran down to Court
Drive.

It is difficult to prove that the construction of the church and its parking lot actually
diverted water and if so how much was diverted. The church and the parking lot appear
to be constructed on fill and the parking lot drainage was not directed to the inlet the
church constructed but to the driveways. This resulted in water crossing the street and
causing erosion. Even if there wasn’t diversion the parking lot was not correctly graded



to properly handle the water flow. As to the assertion that there was a bar ditch on the
east side of Thomas Road that drained to the Court Drive ditch, again due to the lack of
information prior to the construction of the church this is difficult to verify. We do know
that the culvert under Thomas Road predated the construction of the church and there is a
slight rise in the street grade before it falls to Court Drive. I can not fathom that either
the county or the city would allow a culvert to cross Thomas Road if there was not a
natural drainage way there. Therefore to the best I can determine the bulk of the
approximately thirty acres draining from the Rolling Acres Subdivision got to this
channel via the culvert.

When you combine the two watersheds I estimate that almost 50 acres drained through
the subject tract.

Several years ago when Thomas Road was overlaid I directed my contractor to increase
the crown of the road. This prevented the water from crossing Thomas Road and
redirected it to the inlet.

In September of 2008 the Court Drive Church of Christ wanted to expand their facilities.
This in turn triggered the platting process. When I met with the church’s engineer 1
informed them of the concerns of the downstream property owner. The engineer had at
least two options under our Development Code. One he could preform a detailed
drainage study demonstrating that both the culvert and downstream channel were
adequate for the existing flow and any additional flow the improvements would generate.
[f either the culvert or channel were inadequate he would have to either upgrade the
downstream facilities or provide detention to mitigate for any increases. Second he could
redirect some of the flow on site to mitigate for any increases. Because of the past
history and the engineer’s concern that there was possibility that his client may have
diverted water in the past, he chose to intercept the flow coming from Yorkshire Drive
and redirect it to a channel with adequate capacity. A shallow swale was constructed to
intercept this flow. A drainage easement was dedicated for the swale and an easement
was dedicated from the swale to Yorkshire so that we would be able to build an
underground storm sewer sometime in the future. This reduced the drainage area of the
subject site by slightly over 10 acres.

In January of 2009 the applicant began the process of subdividing the original tract into
two lots. Normally we would require the applicant to retain the services of an engineer to
evaluate how much flow was in the channel and determine the easement size required.
Since no improvements to the channels were anticipated and in order to save the
applicant the fees of an engineer, we elected to estimate the easement size in house.

The analysis was conducted analyzing the west fork of the channel to handle the flow
from the 19-acre water shed coming off the Aberdeen Oaks subdivision. The east fork of
the channel was analyzed using the remaining 19-acre watershed off of the Rolling Acres
subdivision. When the applicant became aware of the easement requirement an objection
was raised. Initially I believed that the objection was to the easement on Lot 2. Since the
bulk of the 19 acres was north of Yorkshire and could be handled by sheet flow and the
church had previously diverted ten acres from the east fork and it would be difficult to get
the flow from Yorkshire to the channel without seriously impacting the lot; I agreed to



drop the requirement of an easement on Lot 2. Then the applicant made it clear that she
wanted no easements on the site. At that point all work stopped and no further analysis
was completed.

It is my recommendation that if the applicant disagrees with the City Staff’s analysis of
this watershed and channel that the applicant retain the services of a licensed engineer to
preform an independent analysis.

Each property owner shall keep the natural
drainage channels traversing or adjacent to the
property clean and free of debris, silt or any
substance which would result in unsanitary
conditions. The city shall have the right of
ingress and egress for the purpose of inspection
and supervision of maintenance work by the
property owner and to alleviate any undesir-
able conditions that may occur. The natural
drainage channels are subject to stormwater
overflow and natural bank erosion to an extent
that cannot be definitely defined, the city shall
not be liable for damages of any nature result-
ing from the occurrence of these natural phe-
nomena, nor resulting from a failure of any
structures within the natural drainage chan-
nels. The natural drainage channel crossing
each lot is shown by the floodplain easement
line as shown on the plat.

Each year the City of Palestine enters into a maintenance grant agreement with TXDOT Aviation
Division.
