MAYOR'’S REPORT
Mayor Salter expressed condolences to Councilmember Steve Presley and family from
the Council.

Mayor Salter extended thanks to Heather Hrebec for her hard work regarding the Texas
Music Awards scheduling their event in Palestine this year, and to the Palestine Herald
Press for their excellent coverage of the story. She asked Councilmember Masonheimer
to expand on the event.

Mayor Salter reported that the certified retirement community final plans should be
submitted by the end of the month.

Mayor Salter reported that the La Quinta Inn is nearing completion. She thanked owners
of the hotel for adding a great hotel to the community.

Main Street Manager Neely Plumb provided a Main Street report for 2007, with the
following progress: (1) 17 buildings have been planned for rehabilitation, (2) the
International Existing Building Codes were adopted, providing a helpful tool for
rehabilitation of buildings, (3) a Historic Preservation Workshop was held, which
provided methods of repair, (4) a Destination Business Seminar was held, (5) there are
plans for loft apartments in upper floors of buildings (6) there are plans for restaurants to
be located in the downtown area, (7) owners of buildings are working on bat exclusion,
and (8) a Main Street website is being created, www.palestinemainstreet.org.

Mayor Salter gave kudos to Neely Plumb and Warren Oakley for the combined effort
from Code Enforcement and Main Street Departments on keeping homes off the
demolition list and having them rehabilitated instead.
