WORKSESSION —4:30 PM

Members of the Junior Service League presented a proposal for new playground
equipment at Reagan Park to Council. The Junior Service League is presently asking
local businesses for donations to fund the project. Discussion of collaboration on
planning to make a world class park followed. Other items discussed include hiring a
park consultant, excavation of contaminated soil by TCEQ, and applying for a $500,000
grant sponsored by Texas Parks and Wildlife. The Junior Service League advised
Council that their bi-laws require them to commit funds within a certain period of time.
Consultant Mark Spencer advised Council that there are a lot of details to put together to
make the final project what it can be. He also advised that the Junior Service League will
be very valuable to the consultant that works on the park project. Members of Council
and the Junior Service League agreed on recognizing donors with a stone marker, and an
additional recognition for $10,000 donors. The Junior Service League was advised to
submit what was agreed on in writing for the Council to sign.

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Dean Sands thanked the Council for the work that was done on his street.

Public Hearing on Landmark Designation Applications

Main Street Manager Neely Plumb presented photographs of all landmark applications.
Mayor Salter opened the public hearing. Verna Mae Bowman spoke in favor of all
landmark designations. With no other person wishing to speak for or against, the public
hearing was closed.

Public Hearing on Specific Use Permit for a Veterinary Clinic to be located at 1301 W.
Palestine Avenue

Development Services Director Warren Oakley presented photographs of the property at
1301 W. Palestine Avenue. He advised Council that the Planning and Zoning
Commission recommended approval of the specific use permit with the condition that the
permit be granted for six months for the existing tenant only, whereas if the property
changes ownership the specific use permit will be voided. Mayor Salter opened the
public hearing. With no one wishing to speak for or against, the public hearing was
closed.

Public Hearing on zone change from RPO (Restricted Professional Office) to MF-1
(Multi-Family. Low Density) at 1104 S. Magnolia Street

Development Services Director Oakley presented photographs of the property at 1104 S.
Magnolia Street. He advised Council that the Planning and Zoning Commission denied
the zone change request. Mayor Salter opened the public hearing. Dean Sands spoke in
opposition to the zone change. With no other person wishing to speak for or against, the
public hearing was closed.

MAYOR'’S REPORT

Mayor Salter spoke regarding the state of Palestine’s economy. She advised that
Palestine is in a blessed position without volatility in our markets, the realtors are not
experiencing problem with the market, and the oil business is booming. She reported that
the economy is going to be good, with sales tax up and unemployment down.

Mayor Salter advised that the certified retirement community strategic plan will be
presented to the public for input. She thanked Jackson Hanks, the Chamber of
Commerce and PEDC for all of their efforts on this project.
