Consider Approval of Changes to Existing Medical Plan and Authorize the City Manager
to Initiate Proposed Changes

Motion was made by Councilmember Denmon, seconded by Councilmember Presley, to
approve changes to the existing medical plan as follows and authorize the City Manager
to initiate such changes: (1) increase Physician office visit co-pay from $20 to $30, (2)
decrease the co-insurance percentage for out of network providers from 60% to 50%, and
(3) opt out of the part of HIPAA that would otherwise prohibit the administration of a
pre-existing conditions limitation within the medical benefit plan. Upon vote, motion
passed unanimously.
